Guidelines and Suggestions

A large number of presentations are scheduled for this year's session; therefore, we require that each presentation be prepared for a maximum TEN minute time limit, with FIVE additional minutes allotted for questions. The Committee recognizes the tremendous amount of effort required to prepare a Program Review and that there are often several people involved in the project; however, it is generally best to have only one or two presenters. This helps avoid repetition and overlap of materials from the review.
Presentations may be of any style: lecture, PowerPoint, pre-taped video, etc.

Presentations will be conducted in an electronic classroom, so most all equipment needs for computers, internet access and image projection will be available. If instruction in use of the equipment is necessary, please contact Salah Webb at x4141 to arrange for a short training session.

Describe what the program provides to students and tell what the student should know and be able to do at the completion of the program.

Describe how effective the program is in meeting its objectives of what the student should know and be able to do.
c.
Describe the most notable aspects of the program.
e.
Describe the parts of the program that need modification, expansion or improvement.
f.
Describe your plan of action to advance and improve the program.
