Meeting was called to order 1:05pm.  Minutes from November 28, 2006 meeting were read and approved as corrected.

1. Health Center Report – Jan Gersonde
· National Condom Day was February 14th.  HC staff was in the cafeteria giving out condoms and literature on STD’s.

· Low Cost Eye Exams: This semester the HC has worked out an agreement with UC Berkeley for students to get eye exams for $17.00.  A limited number of vouchers are available and are being given out on a first come first served basis.  These vouchers cover for the eye exam only and students will receive a prescription for glasses.  We have five vouchers for a free exam and a free pair of glasses and the HC staff are working with the EOPS staff to find students who are financially in need.
· HPV Vaccine will be available to students through our Immunization Program.  However, only female students who are 18 years and under are eligible to receive this vaccine as it comes through the Vaccine For Children Program.  18 year olds who begin the three dose series will be able to complete it even though they turn 19.

2. Security Report – Sherri Hancock
· The Security Chief resigned in January and Lori Adrian is acting Chief.

· The position has been posted and the interviews will begin ASAP.

3. Facilities Report – Richard Inokuchi

· Loop road is open.  Stop signs are up to slow traffic: concern for pedestrian safety.

· Road to lot 10 is eroded.  Facilities can fill the pot holes.

· Need for pedestrian walkway or path on side of road to lot 10.  Pedestrians walk in roadway while cars are trying to get to parking lot.  Richard will look into this.

· Bldg 2-3rd floor to be remodeled in March for temporary (2-3 years) quarters for DSPS.  The freight elevator will be fixed so it can be backup for the main elevator in Bldg 2.  That elevator is a Kone and has been out of service 29 times in 24 months.
· The upper quad between bldgs 7 & 8 will be partially closed off for landscape improvements and building of a code compliant handicap ramp.  A pathway will be provided for access to both buildings.
4. Other issues

· Bookstore had reported smoking on the loading dock.  Donna Elliott made a sign, “This is not a designated smoking area” this is being used successfully.

· Handicap restroom in building does not have a power assist door.  It is not a requirement for schools to have power assist doors for restrooms.  If we added power assist for one bathroom we would have to do it for all 46 restrooms on campus.

· Silver emergency phone needed for building 3, first floor near the main entrance.
· Breathe California has established a student group on campus.  They will be making a proposal for a smoke free campus to the Classified Council, Academic Senate, the Associated Students and to the College Council.  

· Meeting of the Health Center Staff, Sherri Hancock and the PE department to clarify issue surrounding students insurance for accidents on campus.  

· Designated smoking areas:  People are smoking between buildings 6 & 7a the committee members are to look at the area and make a recommendation as to where the smoking area should be.
