Security report:  Jim Herndon 
A.
The Emergency Flip Chart was updated in Spring 2003; the estimate of cost from Central Duplicating to print 150 of the 13 page documents is approximately $120.  The Flip charts will be placed by emergency phones, Fire Extinguishers and other strategic places around campus.  

Action: Rosemary will present new Flip Charts to College Council with a request to have the duplication expense paid  by the Emergency Preparedness Fund.
B.
Report:  Emergency Plan training; six classes were held.  Jim reported there 



was good attendance at the classes.


Action:  Jim will schedule another class before winter break for those who 



were not able to attend the first class sessions.

C.
Evacuation kits are not available in strategic locations around campus.  Kits include a flashlight, a yellow vest, and a megaphone. Materials for the kits cost $150 each. 

Action:  The committee recommended that Rosemary present a request to College Council that additional kits be prepared and distributed around campus.  The  Emergency Preparedness Fund should pay for the kits.
D.
Rosemary asked that all members of the Health & Safety committee  help prepare and distribute the Emergency Preparedness materials.  Peter Monrroy offered the help of the Associated students with placing the flip charts and other possible activities.  

E.  Defibrillator training:   Suggestions were discussed about  offering a day class  or some other    less expensive class to allow staff an opportunity for training.  The cost could be waived for staff.  

Action:  Sherri Hancock will find out the possibility of a section

Donna Elliott will contact the Red Cross and the American Heart Association about     training opportunities they might have available.
Facilities Report:  Manny Granillo

A.  Manny will need time to review the list of projects that Paula Bray prepared before he can address the actions that need to happen.  He will have a report at the next H&S meeting.

Tony Gulli will work with the Health Center to have at the fire extinguisher training before November 17th.
