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How big is Skyline College? 
I am often asked how big the college is, and there are several different ways of telling that story.  One is 
to note that we now have over 10,000 students in terms of headcount, for the second fall in a row. 
 
Another is to compare our size to that of the other two 
colleges in the district.  The table to the right does that 
in terms of course enrollments, unduplicated 
headcount, and FTES (full-time equivalent students).  
It is clear from these data that Skyline is now close 
behind CSM in terms of size.  Skylineôs share of the 
districtôs totals has been growing consistently over the 
past five years. 
 

 
Mural completed on the Gymnasium wall 
Skyline now has a new mural on the wall of the Gymnasium near its entrance.  Thanks to Christianne 
Marra for these three shots, the first one taken from the Main Quad and then the other two each at 
successively closer range.  In the first one you can see Mt. Diablo in the background.  The mural was 
painted by John Pugh, a well-known public artist who specializes in trompe lôoeil (fool the eye) works that 
pull the viewer into the painting.  The mural symbolizes what is within our walls with elements that refer to 
classical learning, physical education, and our multi-cultural community.  

The painting itself was done on a special kind of acrylic in the artistôs studio and then applied to the wall 
with adhesiveðrather like wallpaperðto create a durable work that is resistant to fading.  This is the 

 



 

 

 

second of the three art projects that Skyline commissioned to be installed.  The first was the mosaics on 
the pillars in building six, and yet to come will be a tile and steel work on the exterior staircase of Building 
4.   The works contribute to the inviting learning atmosphere of our campus and can be enjoyed by our 
whole community.

Follow up on the August 23 power outage 
Last week, I provided a briefing on the power outage that occurred at Skyline College on Monday, August 
23.  I invited comments on what worked well and what we might improve in terms of the handling of this 
emergency.  I appreciate the responses I received from half a dozen faculty and staff.  People expressed 
appreciation for the colleagues who assisted so well during the event.  Here are some of the key 
suggestions made:  the Emergency Address System (EAS) announcements must be articulated well and 
slowly to be understood; there are still areas of the campus where they cannot be heard well; it is vital to 
check the elevators immediately and to keep people in them company until help arrives; we need to 
provide an indoor waiting area for students on days when the weather is not so mild as it was that day; 
and we need greater clarity about the cancellation of classes.  Thanks to everyone who responded, and 
again to everyone who helped manage the situation on that day.

How is parking going at Skyline this term? 
With the completion of the parking lot refurbishment over the summer, Skyline now has at least 163 more 
student parking spaces than before, and 84 more staff parking spaces.  Our parking lots are relatively full, 
and the biggest crunch occurs at the point of the changeover of students as classes end and start.  We 
have no circular traffic of people hunting for spots, and there are always spaces open in lots A and C 
during the day.  The spaces are not close to the buildings, but they are open.  There is also new student 
parking on the south side of Pac Heights near the neighborhood, marked with the usual white stripes 
which identify student spots. We currently have 7 new daily parking permit machines on campus that take 
both coins and dollar bills.  These machines can be found in lots A, C, F, G, L, N, and P.  The parking 
map is on our websiteðsee the A-Z list under Map.
